This Month in the Garden — Peterborough & Area Master Gardeners
e Inspect stored bulbs and tubers. Discard the bad ones.
® (lean, repair and sharpen garden tools. Wipe them with oil.
Plan gardens for this year. Consider ways to incorporate native plants, add more winter interest,
and improve habitat for the birds.
Try forcing some amaryllis and paperwhite narcissus.
Order vegetable and flower seeds.
Start slow germinating seeds, e.g. geranium and begonia.
Inspect and treat houseplants for white fly, spider mites, and aphids.
