v Inspect stored bulbs and discard the bad ones.
v' Clean, repair and sharpen garden tools. Wipe them with oil.
v" Plan gardens for this year. Look at ways to add more winter interest and improve habitat

Try forcing some amaryllis and paperwhite narcissus.
